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Polkhovska M.V. The Semantics of Argument Environment of English Middle Verbs

Absract. The article deals with semantic peculiarities of English middle constructions, with the problem of implicit argument pres-
ence in their structure and the process of internal argument theta-role marking. The author analyses divergent approaches to the ex-
planation of implicit agent generation at different levels of representation and proves its absence in the structure of English middle
construction. It is claimed that agentive flavor of middle constructions is inherent to the verb semantics. The author investigates the
internal argument theta-roles and explains the emergence of non-patient theta-roles in the grammatical subject position of the middle
construction. Various means of grammatical subject explication are distinguished with focus on the grammatical subject that has an
animate referent.
