It is
showed the dynamic of changes of types and directions of reactions of primary school students in frustration situation for three years. It
is confirmed the idea of the relative stability of reactions to frustration within the specified age category. It is reported the change in the
dynamics of the responses of students for M-reactions (in direction) and ED-reactions — in the type closer to the third year of longitude.
