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The concept and importance of non-verbal communication for primary school teachers

Abstract. The article analyzes the theoretical aspects of non-verbal communication of elementary grade teachers. This covers the influ-
ence of non-verbal communication on the effectiveness of the organization of the educational process in elementary school. The article
notes that the pupils at primary school age, due to their psychological characteristics, are more sensitive to non-verbal cues of communi-
cation, when compared with older students. The article reveals the essence and structure of the concept (terminology) of non-verbal
communication and the role of non-verbal communication in the professional teaching at elementary schools. It is proved that non-verbal
communication is an integral component of pedagogical skills of primary school teachers and guarantee the effectiveness of the organi-
zation of the educational process. The author of the article also outlines the prospects for further research on non-verbal communication
between teacher and students of primary school classes (1st to 4th grade).
