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Abstract. The history of the shadow economy, its separate features begin with the emergence of the state. In the XX century, for
countries experiencing a systemic crisis, the problems of the shadow economy became very important. Since the 70s, this topic has
become popular in Western economists, and since the 1980s it has become popular in the Soviet Union. This interest was due to the
growth of the shadow economy, its penetration into all spheres of economic and social relations in almost all countries of the world, as
well as the fact that the spread of the shadow economy today constitutes a threat to national security. However, the quantitative and
qualitative parameters of the shadow economy vary greatly depending on the specific economic, social, historical and cultural peculi-
arities of one or another country. The problem of the existence of the shadow economy in Ukraine is of particular relevance today in
connection with the election of a European vector of development by the Ukrainian society. Achieving the goal of Ukraine's accession
to the European Union is only possible if the shadow economy is reduced, and its level in the developed countries is much lower than
in our country, due to the greater trust of the citizens of such countries in state institutions. A significant turnover of shadow capital
destroys the system of economic relations in the country, the withdrawal of these capital from the “shadow” and is the main way to
improve the domestic economy. In this article the essence of the concept of the shadow economy, its influence on the development of
the Ukrainian economy is disclosed. The main reasons that hinder the process of the Ukrainian economy's exit from the shadow are
explored, as well as a number of measures that will promote de-shadowing.

Key words: the shadow economy, the level of the shadow economy, the causes of the shadow economy, the effects of the shadow

economy, shadowing of the economy.

Formulation of the problem. The shadow economy is an
important macroeconomic indicator of any state. To date,
there is no country that would completely lose sight of the
shadow sector. The presence and expansion of shadowing
of the economy impedes socio-economic reforms of the
state and distorts indicators of economic development, in
particular GDP. Therefore, the coexistence of shadow eco-
nomic activity with the legal one leads to a significant re-
duction in the share of tax revenues in the total amount of
all budget revenues, which in turn leads to a reduction of
public expenditures that should be directed towards the de-
velopment of various spheres of human activity. It should
be noted that the shadow sector not only paralyzes and dis-
torts the state's economy, but also disturbs the balance in
society.

Therefore, the relevance of studying the causes of the
unshadowing of the economy is unquestionable. Only a de-
tailed analysis of the reasons for the existence of the
shadow economy will justify the main ways of solving this
problem and prevent a negative impact on the development
of the Ukrainian economy.

An analysis of the latest sources of research and publi-
cations. The hidden side of the economy has always at-
tracted a large number of scholars. And it is not surprising,
since the volumes of informal activity of enterprises grow
year by year as quickly as their “gray” profits.

Among the works of domestic economists devoted to
the problems of the shadow economy, the most significant
are the study of P. Pernikoz, who studied the causes of sig-
nificant amounts of the shadow economy and the ways of
their elimination [1], O. Pilipchenko, who showed meas-
urement methods and factors of negative impact on eco-
nomic security [2], G. Yurchik, who showed the main di-

rections of state policy in the field of shadowing of the na-
tional economy [3] and others. Among foreign scientists
who are studying this problem, it should be noted scientist
F. Schneider, who described the main causes of the
destruction of the shadow economy [4].

Having read the publications of the above and other sci-
entists, one can conclude that each author sees in his own
way the solution of this problem, based on his own views,
resulting in disputes and differences that require further re-
search.

Setting objectives. The purpose of this article is to
study the main causes of the formation of the so-called
“shadow gap” in the economy and ways to overcome it.
And also to analyze tendencies and peculiarities of the de-
velopment of the shadow economy, to estimate its scale to
date in comparison with other years.

The main research material. The impact of the shadow
economy today is hard to miss, because it is closely inter-
linked with the legal sector of the economy. Unfortunately,
today we have a rather sad picture, which shows that every
year its influence grows at a rapid pace, which impedes the
effective development of the legal sector of the economy.
Therefore, we need to understand that this situation affects
each of us as long as the main preconditions for its emer-
gence are not explored, the positive and negative sides of
it will not be clearly described, and the main ways of over-
coming and prospects for the development of the state's
economy, this unresolved, for the first look, the problem
will always work as a brake system in our mechanism.

There are many reasons for the emergence and spread of
the shadow economy.

It is necessary to focus on the main ones, which can be
formed into several groups according to the fields of man-
ifestation:

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* economic (high tax burden, inefficient economic man-
agement system, economic instability, excessive regulation
of economic activity, etc.);

* legal (imperfection and constant changes of the legal
basis, differentiation of the population in compliance with
the rules of law, etc.);

« political (political instability, “weathervane power”,
etc.);

» social (bundle of society, drop in the level and quality
of education, decrease in incomes, etc.) [5, p.28].

Let's consider each group in details.

Economic causes are one of the most important factors
that influence and at the same time form the shadow sector
of the state. Among them | would like to highlight a high
level of tax burden. And not surprisingly, according to
World Bank estimates, the tax system in Ukraine is the
most complicated in the world. By simplicity of the proce-
dure of payment of taxes, our state occupies 181 place
among 183 countries studied by experts of the World Bank,
and by the number of taxes and fees, Ukraine occupies the
181% place among 183 countries. It means that entrepre-
neurs need to spend 657 hours a year to pay all taxes. (Ta-
ble 1).

According to the audit company PwS 2015, Ukraine
ranks 23rd place in the rating system dedicated to taxation.
It is known that the total tax burden is 53% [14]. With the
help of the obtained indicators and the Laffer Curve, we
can conclude that at a tax rate of 40-50%, the business be-
gins to go into the shadow through a decrease in motiva-
tion.

Today, the Ukrainian tax system is in a loop, the essence
of which is as follows: the reduction of payments to the
budget provokes a rise in tax burden, which causes a grad-
ual increase in tax crimes.

For many years, our state has headed the ranking of Eu-
ropean countries with the lowest wages. On average,
Ukrainians received a payout of 190 euros in 2017, while
in Switzerland - 4,421 euros [7]. Therefore, most Ukraini-
ans do not want to work because they are well aware that
they will not even be able to pay for utilities for the money
they receive.

The entrepreneurs of “gray profits” are looking for
workers who would have agreed to work for “salary in an
envelope”. They set their price list, which is bigger than
state promises. For an employer, such employees are ben-
eficial because they do not need to pay taxes, report, be li-

able and pay compensation in case of unforeseen situa-
tions. As a result, for two thirds of the able-bodied popula-
tion, revenues from the informal and unregistered economy
have become a source of survival, offsetting the losses that
it would have suffered in the formal economy.

Thus, due to revenues from shadow activity in total in-
comes of the population, a large share is occupied not by
primary incomes, but by incomes derived from them and
created in the sphere of distribution and redistribution.
Such revenues are distinguished by the fact that they are
separated at the local rather than at the social level, do not
participate in the creation of the budget, the production of
public goods, etc. This situation with distribution and re-
distribution leads to significant distortion of macroeco-
nomic indicators (GDP, etc.), the creation of imbalances
and the accumulation of contradictions. All this essentially
affects the nature of social reproduction.

Economic reasons also include an inefficient system of
managing the economy. After the collapse of the USSR,
the economy of Ukraine experienced a number of signifi-
cant transformations that were conducted without proper
economic justification and with criminal negligence. Dur-
ing the period of structural reforms, some officials, instead
of building a new market economy, were engaged in the
sale of natural resources, the construction of financial pyr-
amids, the capture of a large proportion of land and pro-
duction resources, covered by the name of the state. But
negligence on the part of the state leads to chaos in society,
weakens economic and political activity, and thus enables
the development of the shadow economy. Our government
needs to change this situation, take an example from neigh-
boring states, and choose “right leaders” for the people.

Another important reason for the formation of the
shadow economy is imperfection and constant changes in
the legal framework. Unfortunately, most entrepreneurs
who would like to open their own business can’t do this
because of the complexity of the legislation. But even
fewer people can stay in the real sector of the economy.
Therefore, it is not surprising that small and medium busi-
ness in our country occupies only 7%. This indicates insol-
vency and insufficiency of steps taken by the state in order
to strengthen the country's financial and economic system,
improve macroeconomic indicators and ensure the proper
development of society in comparison with other countries
of the world.

To date, most of the leading countries in the world have
made every effort and have made changes to the legislation
in order to arrange and open their own business was easy
and simple. For example, in Singapore you can obtain a
license in two weeks or two months - depending on the type
of business activity. And in Ukraine it takes twice as much
time. Therefore, public administration bodies need to work
in the legal sphere in order to correct their own mistakes
and make appropriate decisions.

In addition to the economic and political factors that in-
fluence the prosperity of the shadow economy, social ones
should also be noted. Today, it is not surprising to anyone
that social differentiation is present in Ukraine, as in other
European countries. A distinctive feature of stratification is
the difference in incomes. As a result, in the shadow econ-
omy, representatives of the poor are used as a workforce
(their share is 60% of the total). It should be noted that in
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recent years, there have been positive changes in the coun-
try, if in 2017, 60% of the population lived below the pov-
erty line, then by 2018 their share decreased by 20%. Ac-
cording to the calculations of the Ministry of Economic
Development, the level of the shadow economy for 2017
was 31% of the official GDP, which is 4% less than in
2016.

Every year the level and quality of education falls and
shows us disappointing forecasts. The educational level of
the population is the main source of nutrition for the infor-
mal sector. Because the low-educated population forms the

bulk of the employed in the shadow economy. In addition,
one should pay attention to the fact that the “main engine”
that launches the “gray system” is highly skilled special-
ists. This situation arises as a result of the fact that the pop-
ulation with a high educational level becomes simply un-
claimed on the official labor market. Therefore, many pro-
fessionals are forced to direct their educational potential
into the shadow sector, where the demand for them always
exceeds the supply.

Political reasons that affect the growth of a hidden econ-
omy in the country are inseparable from economic reasons.
After all, economics and politics are interrelated parts of
one mechanism. It should be noted that political instability
in our state has been present for a long time. In recent years,
many managers have changed, but there is no desired re-
sult. Each successive official sees in his own way the solu-
tion to one or another problem, and therefore there is no
clear plan of action in which direction one needs to move
and develop. As a result, nobody wants to work, everyone
tries to enrich only his pocket and maximize his profit by
taking advantage of his position.

Conclusion. After analyzing the main factors of the for-
mation of the shadow economy, one can confidently state
that its influence on the macroeconomic system poses a po-
tential threat to the national security of the state [9, p.41].

Every year the government tries to find ways to over-
come this problem, but it will not be able to implement the
reform movement that would ensure the economic and po-
litical development of our state. Therefore, it is possible to
rely on positive changes only if the reasons causing shadow
activity and implementation of the interconnected set of
measures to improve the system of taxation and corporate
governance, improvement of the structure of settlements
and other indirect measures to improve the situation in the
country are eliminated.

From the above, it is expedient to draw the following
conclusions:

1) The main urgent reform of the current government
should be the adoption of a law to reduce the rate of per-
sonal income tax (PIT) from 18% to 10% and the single
social contribution (ECV) from 22% to 15%, which will
immediately increase the wages of people for several hun-
dreds of hryvnia even at a minimum wage.

2) The replacement of the income tax with the tax on the

withdrawn capital will allow for extensive modernization
of production and the return of offshore. Reducing tax pres-
sure will stimulate production efficiency, bring the econ-
omy out of the shadows and revive demand.

3) If VAT is reduced by 6%, it will make Ukrainian
goods cheaper and more affordable than imported goods.
Domestic products will become more competitive, this will
increase production, compensating for temporary losses
from lowering tax rates.

4) Establishing appropriate authorities that would inves-
tigate the shadow sector, its impact on the macroeconomic
level and trends over a certain period of time.

5) Creation of a favorable investment climate for foreign
investors in order to attract and expand financial resources.

6) Adoption of a package of legislative acts, which
should ensure the civilized functioning of the banking sys-
tem of the country, limit the possibility of its use in order
to avoid tax payments [10, p.53; 11,12,13].

7) Creating decent working conditions for highly skilled
workers and providing appropriate wages to ensure a de-
cent standard of living.

8) Focusing on law-enforcement structures on the elim-
ination of organized crime and criminal cases, as well as
on the protection of property, economic rights and life of
citizens from criminality.

9) Involvement of international organizations specializ-
ing in counteraction to illegal economic activity.

10) Introducing in the legislation administrative fines
and criminal liability to entrepreneurs who try to evade
taxes or engage in illegal activities.

Realization of these measures will allow to significantly
reduce the share of the shadow sector in the economy of
our state. Only well-defined strategic goals and the right
tactics chosen by management will be able to provide us
with a long-awaited success.

Religious Dimension of National Identity: Historiography
of Church-State Processes in Interwar Poland

Abstract. The article analyzes the peculiarities of the study of the religious dimension of the functioning of the national state - Second
Commonwealth. The specifics of the coverage of church-religious processes as a part of the problems of national minorities of interwar
Poland are considered. The interdependence between national doctrine and Catholicism as its element is established and the correspondence
with the vector of Catholic studies of the concept of the national Polish state is established. The differences in the discourse on the study of
the functioning of Ukrainian denominations in Poland - Orthodox and Greek Catholicism are outlined. The specifics of the study of confes-
sions of non-titular nations and the state policy regarding national-religious minorities as a source of contemporary national bias are high-

lighted.
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Introduction. Events of last year showed a relapse of na-
tionalism in the current geopolitical situation. The impres-
sion is that we are seeing the completion of the "end of histo-
ry" promised by Fukuyama. The obvious latent existence of
nationalism as a doctrine and its inverse revival is beyond
doubt. Understanding the phenomenon and virulence of
nationalism leads to the emergence of numerous scientific
studies and intelligence that analyze nationalism as a deter-
minant of the formation of national states. For example, E.
Gellner proposes to distinguish the temporal (respectively,
territorial) belt of this process - and the territories of Central
and Eastern Europe fall into the so-called third belt. In the
conceptual dichotomy "culture-state," this space is interest-
ing because there is a transition from a single boundary state
- an ideally pure, non-political system - to the opposite - an
ideally pure national political system. Undoubtedly, such a
transition was accompanied by global conflicts and upheav-
als. "Simultaneous creation of a national state and a national
culture in a world in which there was a shortage of both
components, in a world that consisted of a huge, extremely
complex language and cultural diversity that was superim-
posed on geographical and cultural diversity - it was a recipe
for disaster” [2, p. 247].

Gellner singles out two main scenarios for the construc-
tion of national states. The first is due to the presence of the
idea of a historical nation - a group that had previously had
its state education but lost it. Nationalistic demands are asso-
ciated with the rebirth of a political unit that has disappeared
as a result of dynastic or religious conflicts. The second
scenario assumed the creation of a political unit, which is
associated exclusively with the cultural originality of the
territory. The formation of national states of Central and
Eastern Europe occurs in the period after the end of the First
World War - from the wreckage of empires, which were
divided between the continent. One of these states - the new-
ly formed Il Commonwealth - has become a representative
of both scenarios of the formation of national states and at
the same time a struggle between the nations that succeeded
and the national minorities that were defeated in their state-
building competitions.

The issue that has not attracted the attention of researchers
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is the role of the religious factor in the formation and exist-
ence of national states of Central and Eastern Europe. The
actualization of the religious issue, both in modern Ukraine
and in neighboring Poland, prompts a more thorough analy-
sis of the phenomenon of the church as an element of the
national doctrine. Obviously, the connection between reli-
gious and political factors was somewhat underestimated -
which is worth only the resonant fact of the proclamation of
Jesus Christ king of Poland in November 2016. Obviously,
the origins of such a large-scale desecularization socio-
political space must be sought in the past, namely in the
phenomenon of poly-confessional 11 Rzeczpospolita.

The constitution of Poland in the format of the national
state was accompanied by a certain paradox. Definitely, the
national state envisages monoethnicity, whereas in the newly
formed Second Polish Commonwealth Poles made up 69.2%
of the total population, Ukrainians -14.25%, Jews - 7.15%,
Belarusians and Germans respectively 5.13% and 3.58% [19,
p.295]. The presence of national minorities a priori meant
polycondensate of Poland. The authors of "The History of
the Church in Poland,"” referring to A.Suykovsky, submit the
following picture of the distribution of the faithful: the Ro-
man Catholic Church was owned by 63.68%, Greek Catho-
lics, Orthodox Christians and representatives of the Jewish
faith were about the same number of believers - 11%, 11,
52% and 10.49%. Representatives of Protestantism - 3.21%,
despite a large number of denominations [19, p.295]. The
specificity of state-church relations existed intwodimensions:
nominally, the Polish governments did not declare too much
interest in the support of religion. Instead, a policy of assimila-
tion of national minorities was really a situational alliance with
the Roman Catholic Churchasabulwark of "Polishness".

The specificity of Polish nationalism determined the his-
torical context of its formation in the nineteenth century. N.
Davis notes that this era for Poles has become a day of de-
feat, isolation, and humiliation. As a result, the absence of a
national state leads to the search for new concepts for the
formation of national consciousness. They were the "church,
language, history and race" [3, p. 467]. Although the Catho-
lic Church never had a monopoly in the religious affairs of
the ancient Commonwealth, in the times of division its influ-
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ence gradually increased. While it is inappropriate to carry
out a generalization of the marking of the "Poles-Catholics"
and "non-Catholics identical non-Pole", it is not worth the
denial that Catholicism became one of the elements of the
national consciousness of the Polish nation.

Another aspect of the religious life of inter-war Poland is
the interdependence of identities - religious, national, and
linguistic. A typical phenomenon - a Catholic-Pole, a Greek-
Catholic-Ukrainian, a German-Protestant-was accompanied
by a large number of excellent cases.

Overview of related publications. The analysis of recent
studies and publications shows the lack of attempts to com-
prehensively comprehend the religious situation in interwar
Poland. Restoration of nationalist doctrine by the modern
political elite caused resistance in the academic environment
of modern Poland and led to the emergence of a sufficient
number of studies devoted to the previous format of state-
hood. However, the key issue that focuses on research is
national issues, problems of national minorities. The most
impartial and systematic research in this area can be called
Skrypt - mniejszosci narodowe [12] professor of the Univer-
sity of Torun A. Adamczyk. However, the church-religious
aspect of this problem is mentioned in passing, in laconic-
descriptive format.

By shifting the emphasis from the national to the religious
dimension of the existence of a society in interwar Poland, it
is worth recalling the only monograph devoted to religion -
in the context of historical and legal - Krasowski K. Zwiazki
wyznaniowe w Il Rzeczypospolitej. Studium historyczno-
prawne [23]. Unfortunately, this is the only attempt of a
comprehensive analysis of confessions in Poland by the in-
terwar twenty-year-old Polish scholars. As for Ukrainian re-
searchers, the focus of research focuses on the problems of the
Polish-Ukrainian relations, from generalizing publications one
can only mention "Problems of Ethnic Confessionality in the
Second Polish Commonwealth (1918-1939)" [10] Stokolos
N.G., however, the scope of this article does not reveal the
wholerange of problems of the existence of denominations.

Another area of research can be considered as an alterna-
tive option - focusing on individual confessions, determined
by the nationality of researchers. Actually, these statements
will be analyzed in this study. Thus, we can assert the ab-
sence of a comprehensive study of the religious situation in
interwar Poland. Perhaps such a lack of attempts to analyze
the mistakes of the past - and to draw the appropriate conclu-
sions for the present - is one of the reasons for the current
situation in the Polish-Ukrainian relations.

Purpose. The task of the statement involves a compre-
hensive historiographical analysis of the corpus of scientific
literature, which, in one way or another, highlights the reli-
gious life of interwar Poland as a dilemma of confessional-
ism in a state that has tried to form a mono-national space by
means of assimilation, including religious ones.

Materials and methodology. The presentation of the
main research material can be structured into two directions.
First of all, this is a study of the problem of the national
question in the Second Polish Commonwealth, because the
religious dimension of this problem is inseparable from its
aspect. Separately, it is worth analyzing the discourse of
confessional studies, thus combining the field of scientific
research into the religious life of interwar Poland.

Results and its discussion. Sufficiently observational,
but systematic analysis of the conglomeration of denomina-

tions, represented in the social and religious space of inter-
war Poland, can be tracked in studios devoted to the national
question. Mostly it is the works of Polish authors. Most of
them fail on one and the same flaw - an analysis of the situa-
tion from the positions of the titular nation. The authors of
the works published in the previous "historiographical era" -
the domination of the so-called liberal direction in Polish
historical science - are trying to take an impartial and impar-
tial position - for example, A. Hoinovsky (Chojnowski A.
Koncepcje polityki narodowosciowej rzadow polskich w
latach 1921-1939 ) [18] or G. Halupchak (Chatupczak H.
Browarek T. Mniejszosci narodowe w Polsce 1918-1995)
[17]. Instead, modern Polish historical science functions in
line with the policies of the government and the dominant
party - and therefore interprets the past of its own state in the
categories of glorification and uncriticality. There are no
solid scientific researches, and courses that are read to stu-
dents - for example, "Professor A. Adamchik's History of
National and Ethnic Minorities in Poland" - cover the situation
with national minorities as "the protection of minorities" [12].
The opinion of the representatives of these smaller about the
specificsof "protection™ is nottaken intoaccountinprinciple.

In general, the whole discourse of historical-religious
studies on interwar Poland is focused on the illumination of
the functioning of one denomination. The historiography of
the Catholic Church is represented by the most monumental
research. Multidimensional publications - History of the
Church in Poland (Kumor, B., Obertynski, Z., red., 1979.
Historia kosciola w Polsce) [19], somewhat pathetic (as for
scientific publications) titles - "Church in the restored Polish
state "(Wyczawski, HE, 1980. Kosciot w odrodzonym
panstwie polskim) [29]," The integration role of the church
on the threshold of the restored Polish statehood "(Odziem-
kowski, JO, 1988. Integracyjna rola kosciola u progu od-
radzajacej si polskiej panstwowosci) [26]. Presenters and
researches are concentrated on the coverage of the history of
the Catholic Church in separate time periods (Zelinski, Z.,
Wilk, S., red., 1980.Kosciot w II Rzecypospolitej Lublin,
Wydawnictwo KUL) [22].

The phenomenon of imposing religious differences on na-
tional identity is Ukrainians in interwar Poland. Presented by
Orthodox and Greek-Catholic confessions as a post-imperial
heritage. Volyn, which was part of the Russian Empire, in
the vast majority of the Orthodox. Galicia, as the former part
of the Austro-Hungarian Empire, is the habitat for the spread
of the Greek Catholic Church. Each region (each of the de-
nominations) has its own associated problems of existence.

The orthodoxy of Poland was inherited from the Russian
Orthodox Church. For Poles, it was a testimony to imperial
expansion. Accordingly, this denomination turned into an
object of continuous state and church experiments. The proc-
lamation of the autocephaly of the Polish Orthodox Church,
the neo-con, the Sokal border, and the revision - and this is
not the whole list of transformations through which the Or-
thodox faith (represented by most Ukrainians, but also Bye-
lorussians) in interwar Poland. Such a colorful religious-
political plot has led to numerous attempts to scientifically
analyze it. Scientific research was conducted on both sides of
the border. In Polish historiography, the most thorough re-
searches belong to Papierzinskaya-Turek M.: Papierzynska-
Turek, M., 1980. Problem autokefalii Kosciola
prawoslawnego w Polsce w fatach 1918 - 1939 [26] Pa-
pierzynska-Turek, M., 1989. Miedzy tradycjag a rzec-
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zywisto$cig. Pafistwo wobec prawoslawia: 1918-1939 [25].
Separately, we should mention the works of Kirillovich V.
"Z dziejow prawostawia w I Rzeczypospolitej. Niekture
problemy na polityki wyznaniowej panstwa 1918 - 1939
"[20] and Vyshomyrsky T. (Wyszomirski T." Koscot
prawoslawny w Polsce w latach 1918-1939 ") [30]. Ukraini-
an religious studies are also represented by fundamental
intelligence in the context of studies of the religious life of
interwar Poland - such as the work of Kuprance O. "The
Orthodox Church in the interwar Poland" [5].

One should pay attention to the monograph Stokolos N.G.
Confessional-ethnic transformations in Ukraine (XIX - first
half of the twentieth century) [9]. Despite a much wider time
frame, the author systemically and systematically analyzes
ethno confessional transformations of Orthodoxy in 1l Rzec-
zpospolita. It should be noted that the scholarly work of the
researcher highlights the vicissitudes of the evolution of the
Orthodox Church of Volhynia - Stokolos N. "The Situation
of Orthodoxy in the Western Ukrainian lands under the rule
of Poland (1918-1939)" [11] - and the peculiarities of the
functioning of the Greek Catholic Church in the interwar
period: Ethno-confessional and national problems of the
Greek Catholic Church (1918-1939) [8].

The official restoration in 1989 of the structures of the
Ukrainian Greek Catholic Church caused an avalanche of
scientific research into this denomination. Scientists of dif-
ferent institutions, dissertations, are protected in various
Specialist academic councils - both historical and religious
studies, different periods of existence of the church as a time
frame for research. Very often - the period between the two
world wars. The Ukrainian Greek Catholic Church was also
explored in the context of the spiritual life of Galicia (Vaskiv
A.Yu., the Greek-Catholic Church in the spiritual life of the
Ukrainians of Eastern Galicia (1919-1939) [1], and in the
socio-political life: Kosheter U.P. the Greek Catholic Church
in the social and political life of Galicia (1900-1939) [4] - a
textbook was issued under this name, or ultimately in society
as a whole. Pereverzii V. Ukrainian Greek Catholic Church
in the Eastern Galician Society (20 -30 years of the twentieth
century.) [6]. There are countless studies devoted to Metro-
politan A. Sheptytsky's life and activity, again, the focus on a
separate denomination mostly left the general context of
religious life in Poland between 1918-1939 largely blurred -
and accordingly not investigated.

A separate segment of the religious life of inter-war Po-
land was Protestant denominations. Of the estimated humber
of 800,000 faithful, 70% were representatives of German
nationality. The key features of this Christian direction were:
1) significant geographic dispersion - in spite of dominant
residence in the western voivodeships, a large proportion of
the Protestants also lived in Warsaw and Lodz, 2) a large
number of denominations - the Evangelical-Augsburg and
Evangelical Lutheran Church, the Evangelical Reformist
(Warsaw community and Wilenska), the Evangelical Upps-
burg-Gelvectic Faith, the Church of the Evangelical Union in
Poland, the Evangelical Church of the Uniate in Upper
Schloss, 3) also as a special the flickering is the one-
dimensional positioning of the national identity: from the
active declaration of the German national consciousness (in
the former Prussian territories) to non-conflict loyalty to the
newly formed Il Commonwealth in the territories belonging
to the Russian and Austro-Hungarian Empires).

Such a conglomeration of denominations also provoked a
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scientific interest in Catholic scholars - for example, an over-
view of. Marian (Foki) "Koscioly protestantskie w Polsce w
latach 1918-1972" [24], and representatives of the modern
academic community of the West Poles universities. The
most famous name in the field of the research of Polish Prot-
estantism of the interwar era - Elzbieta Alabrudzinskaya, the
author of many scientific works published in Polish and
German - the latter testifies the interest of the western neigh-
bors in the scientific reconstruction of the life of the German-
Protestant community of Poland between two world wars.
The key monograph of this Polish scholar - "Protestantyzm
w Polsce w latach 1918-1939", Torun: Wydawnictwo Adam
Marszatek, 2004 [13], and the same edition in German - "Der
Protestantism in Polen in den Jahren 1918-1939", Torun :
2010 [14]. In addition, a number of publications focusing on
the local dimensions of the development of Protestantism in
the 2nd Rzeczypospolitej [15], Der Protestantism in den
Ostgebieten Polens in den Jahren 1921-1939, Torun:
Wydaw. Uniwersytet Mikalojus Kopernika, 2000 [16].

A separate segment of the ethnic-confessional palette of
inter-war Poland is the representatives of the Jewish national
minority. The Jewish factor is noted by a number of species-
specific features. First of all, Jewish religion - Judaism - is
ethnonational, not global. Thus, in this case, the national
identity with the religious one is identified. The second fea-
ture is the very socio-political specificity of the existence of
Jews in the Second Polish Commonwealth. Numerous pres-
ence, conditioned by the post-imperial situation - forced
settlements within the “line of residence”, became the reason
that Poland at that time was third in the world in the list of
countries settling the Jewish diaspora. Unfortunately, the 6
million Jewish population, a significant social presence, did
not help to avoid the negative political tendencies of that
time. The policy of anti-Semitism was declared at the highest
political level - proclaiming even the "parents of the nation",
such as R. Dmovsky: "... the very fact of their existence
among us and their active participation in our lives is super-
fluous for our society - and necessitating them to get rid of
them" 30, ¢. 304]. Despite the presence in the ethno-religious
dimension of the Jewish population of different positions
(and, accordingly, groups) regarding religious identity, scien-
tific research does not distinguish between the national and
religious dimension of Jewry. In the end, it was caused by
the then socio-political situation in the state - the Pilsudski
decree of 1919, the Jewish communes (territorial units) was
proclaimed at the same time also by religious communities
[12]. Speaking about the historiography of the religious
issues of the existence of a national Jewish minority in Po-
land during the interwar period, we are seeing the inclusion
of this issue in a much broader context. Starting from a geo-
political scale - in the work of one of the most authoritative
contemporary historians T. Snyder "Black Earth" [7] - and
ending with attempts to fit into the synchronous dimension
of the existence of the Jewish and Central-Eastern Europe of
the interwar period in the work of E. Mendelssohn Mendels-
sohn E. Zydzi Europy Srodkowo-Wschodniej w okresie
migdzywojennym [25] or in the historical development of
Poland and its Jewish determinant (Wysocki, S. Zydzi w
dziejach Polski) [31].

Conclusion. This study suggests the proportionality of the
issues of the functioning of the political and religious dimen-
sion of the life of interwar Poland. At that time, the Polish
elites failed to cope with the challenge of multi-confessional
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(ultimately, and multinational) state, which emerged as a
national one. The entire spectrum of scientific analysis of the
national-religious life of the Second Polish Commonwealth
splits into narrowly confessional directions and is not con-
structed into logical conclusions and prospects of perfection.
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The lack of comprehension of the defeats of the past prede-
termines the conflict of the present-from the glorification of
xenophobia in modern Polish society and in the Polish-
Ukrainian relations.

Abstract. The article is devoted to the analysis of the peculiar features of LIFE / JKUTTSI metaphors in the English poetic rock
discourse. The texts of rock discourse have a cognitive mechanism of influence on the society, which is due to the reflection of frag-
ments of extralinguistic reality, actualized by specific linguistic means. LIFE / JKUTTS is one of the universal concepts in the lan-
guage picture of the world of many nations, at the same time it is characterized by the national and cultural specialty. The category of
life is one of the fundamental categories for understanding the mentality of a nation, which characterizes the national consciousness
of a particular community in a particular period of the development. Metaphors of LIFE / JKUTTSI in English poetic rock discourse
are characterized by both universal and specific conceptual metaphors, which are inherent in this type of discourse. Conceptual meta-
phors are represented by conventional ontological, structural, and orientational metaphors with correlated domains JOURNEY /
[IOJIOPOX, CONTAINER / KOHTEMHEP, SUBSTANCE / PEHOBUHA, STRUGGLE / BOPOTBBA, SUFFERING / CTPAX-
JAHHS, BUILDING / BYQIBJIAI, MOVEMENT / PYX. Unconventional is the splitting of conceptual metaphors and their exten-
sion, which reflect the author’s intention, and their configuration serves as a means of intensifying the expressive meaning of lyrics.

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Abstract. The present article deals with the concept and features of linguocultural lacunae as culturally specific lexis. The definition
of the term “lacunae” is given as well as its different types are mentioned. Moreover, the paper aims to analyse all the possible ways
for translating linguocultural lacunae in English media discourse. The latter was chosen because of some culturally specific phenom-

ena present in it.

Keywords: translation, linguocultural, lacunae, non-equivalent lexis, cultureme, realia, media discourse.

Introduction. Recent researches of linguists show their
interest in studying both language and cultural issues, thus
developing a branch that is called linguocultural studies.
The latter is characterized by investigating traditional is-
sues, e.g. interrelationship between culture and language,
as well as new ones. Language concepts and culture, non-
equivalence and lexical gaps, semantics and pragmatics of
language signs can be enumerated here.

This article focuses on translating non-equivalence lex-
is and lexical gaps, as their translation is very difficult
because of the obstacles they create. Reaching mutual
understanding between representatives of different cul-
tures becomes impossible in the process of communica-
tion. Thus, knowing the specifics of such lexis is of great
importance.

The notion of lacunae was first suggested with refer-
ence to the gaps in a text, represented by non-equivalent
lexical units and other culture-bound items in the French-
Canadian School [10]. Then it was developed in Russia by
Sorokin, Markovina and other scholars [5, p. 166].

At the beginning, the term “lacuna” was used in trans-
lation studies and stylistics [10]. However, nowadays it is
used in various areas of research [7].

Besides the term “lacunae” there are different terms
denoting specific phenomena for some peculiar culture.
They are “cultureme” [6], “non-equivalent lexis” [3], “re-
alia” [1] and so on.

The term “cultureme” is considered as a sign of culture
that also has a linguistic expression [2]. Some scholars
regard “non-equivalent lexis” as a synonym of realia [1]
whereas others consider non-equivalent items of vocabu-
lary as the words that due to cultural difference do not
exist in the other language [8].

It should be mentioned that linguocultural lacunae can
be defined as notions which refer to national phenomena
and belong to peculiar linguocultural community.

Different types of lacunae can be distinguished. They
depend on several factors. Thus, lexical, phraseological,
grammatical and stylistic lacunae can be enumerated here
[4]. They are all of different origin.

Lexical lacunae emerge when words denoting objects
of the target language lack in the source language.

Phraseological lacunae occur due to some differences
in the phraseology of two languages.

Grammatical lacunae become possible because of dif-
ferent categories and different verbalization of the image
of the world.
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Stylistic lacunae arise when there is lack of elements
with the same stylistic colouring in two different lan-
guages.

The further stage of our research devoted to linguocul-
tural lacunae requires involvement of methods relevant
and corpus necessary for its conducting.

Methods and corpus. Media texts and their translated
versions taken from the Internet form the basis of the cur-
rent research. They deal with different topics, e.g. politics,
society, education and so on.

The present research was conducted in the framework
of functional method and method of comparative analysis.
The first one was used in order to study functions per-
formed by linguocultural lacunae in the media discourse.
The second one was used to compare the source texts with
their target variants.

Results and discussion. Nowadays media discourse is
a leading means of describing different events in the life
of linguocultural communities, namely British and Ameri-
can. It is realized in the form of media texts.

Translation process of English media texts requires
good knowledge of the English language as well as British
and American culture. Thus, it is connected with lin-
guocultural studies which focus its attention on culturally
specific notions. The latter can complicate the process of
translation as there are some cases when the target lan-
guage lacks the signified object. Moreover, in certain cas-
es it is necessary to convey not only the meaning of the
separate notion, but also its national and historic colour-
ing.

English media texts are the source of linguocultural la-
cunae, since they spread information specific to some pe-
culiar linguocultural community, namely British or Amer-
ican people.

There are some possible ways to translate linguocultur-
al lacunae. Let us consider the most widespread of them:

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Abstract. The main purpose of the concept of transformation of domestic military education is to achieve an effective system of
training in accordance with the need for professional training and development of future military specialists in the conditions of full
compatibility of national military education with the military educational environment of the Euro-Atlantic security space states.
Ukrainian military education at the present stage is experiencing large and complex processes of reform. The length of these phe-
nomena has been rather long in time due to their globalization. Reforms aimed at Euro-Atlantic integration should lead to a change in
the format from the training of future reserve officers focused on career growth to the direction of the academic type of higher mili-
tary education, in which the readiness of future military specialists will enable the need for professional conversion into military

activities, and, vice versa.

Keywords: professional training, military education, reserve officer, military specialist, professional readiness, mentoring, lead-

ership.

In the conditions of the modern militarization of the sys-
tem of international relations, the intensification of mili-
tary preparations, the increase of military budgets, the
reformation and rearmament of the Armed Forces and
other security structures of most countries, the issue of
personnel readiness for combat missions becomes of
particular importance.

The relevance of the study of innovation issues in mili-
tary education is due to the need to seek ways to improve
the quality of training of future reserve officers, due to the
exhaustion of opportunities traditional approaches and
technologies that take place in the military-educational
process and taking into account the experience of combat
operations in the east of Ukraine, experience Leading
NATO countries for conducting modern armed struggle
[18, p.202].

An integral part of higher education in Ukraine is the
training of officers who are involved in the training of
citizens in the reserve officers training program. In a
situation where the system of higher education is funda-
mentally reformed in Ukraine, a number of military train-
ing units of higher education institutions have been re-
duced, there is a need for developing innovative ap-
proaches to designing the content of reserve officers train-
ing in military departments, which becomes of paramount
importance and directly concerns the national security of
the country, since they activity can significantly affect the
combat readiness of military units and units. Consequent-
ly, there is a need for a qualitative development, imple-
mentation, continuous improvement (in accordance with
modern requirements) of certain pedagogical foundations
of the above-mentioned vocational training in higher
educational institutions [14, p.128].

S. Yaremchuk notes that the need to combine manage-
rial functions with the transfer of professional knowledge,
skills and skills to others (for example, personnel) neces-
sarily leads to an increase in motivation to teach, includ-
ing - an interest in educational and cognitive activity [23].

The implementation of the principles envisaged by the
« Concept of the Development of the Security and De-
fense Sector of Ukraine» for the development of the secu-
rity and defense sector will enable the creation of capable,
multifunctional, mobile, well-trained, well-equipped,
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professional security and defense forces capable of effec-
tively executing mission assignments [9].

E. Brigaty says that the professional training of future
reserve officers should be aimed at forming a positive
attitude to the profession, motivational adjustment, per-
sonality quality, procedural orientation of the person to a
certain activity, moral and volitional personality traits,
character traits, ability to learn, behaviors, practical skills
and abilities, internal personality formations, profession-
ally important cognitive processes, manifestations of
temperament, internal settings and personal adaptations to
successful action [8].

According to I. Tunik, the peculiarity of the profes-
sional training of reserve officers is the existence of situa-
tions in which it is necessary to make the correct decision
in the short term, and in conditions of partial or complete
uncertainty, therefore the essential characteristic of the
reserve officer is his ability to possess such a situation,
which requires Military Specialist of Great Intellectual
Voltage [19, c. 140].

V. Baryshnikov, O. Neymarok argues that one of the
drawbacks of the current modern system of stockpile
training is the lack of physical education of students dur-
ing training at the military training department, because
they are engaged in their main educational institutions.
Therefore, the study and development of these issues is
proposed to be included in the curriculum [6, p.159]. The
authors note that physical training in the system of train-
ing US reserve officers is not the last place.

A. Bobnikhov notes that the future reserve officer as a
specialist in a narrow profile, should have a high profes-
sional competence with developed creative thinking. This
task can be solved only with the close relationship of the
educational process and the knowledge gained from the
main - civilian specialty received on the main faculty and
additional knowledge received in military departments at
civil universities [7, p.28].

In this context, one should outline O. Kustinsky, in
which it is stated that at the present stage higher education
establishments preparing future reserve officers need to
make a transition from the school of memorization to the
school of thought. The officer must be able to make opti-
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mal decisions in a situation of constant change and skill-
fully manage subordinate units [13, p.115].

Future reserve officer needs to learn the ability to make
non-standard decisions, creatively approach to identify
the best ways to overcome difficulties. The creative activ-
ity of the officer does not arise out of his desire, but due
to the constantly existing need to navigate and act in a
complex rapidly changing situation. The need for creativi-
ty appears when a person faces difficulties that need to be
overcome, and there are no ready rules (solutions) for
solving this problem [2].

N. Kalinuk notes that among the wide range of compe-
tencies that a future reserve officer must own, a profes-
sional communicative occupy a special place. This is due
to the specifics of the officer's professional activities, as
well as the requirements for his professional readiness.
The reserve officer must have the strategy and tactics of a
business conversation and public speaking, adhere to the
norms of ethics, psychology and communication culture,
know and be able to apply in practice the communicative
methods and techniques of managerial influence. In addi-
tion, in resolving the tasks of operational activities, the
future officer must be able to communicate with both
subordinates and with the local population in Ukraine and
abroad [12, p.103].

The training of future reserve officers in higher educa-
tion institutions should ensure the acquisition of the fol-
lowing knowledge and skills that will characterize the
high level of formation: a clear understanding of the signs
of future professional activity, high readiness for profes-
sional self-realization, the ability to express opinions and
argue its advocacy, availability to analysis, synthesis and
ability to establish causal relationships, criticality and
self-criticism, social plasticity through tolerance, leader-
ship and leadership Indian qualities [5, p.17].

Indicative in this respect, according to I. Tunik, is the
presence of situations when it is necessary to make the
correct decision in the short term in conditions of partial
or complete uncertainty, therefore the essential character-
istic of the reserve officer is his ability to possess such a
situation that requires a military specialist of a large of
intellectual stress, since each assumption of error is com-
plicated by the possibility of using its opponent, because
of which its negative consequences are greatly increased
[20, p.140].

Revision of the main provisions of the Military Doc-
trine of Ukraine, the large-scale rearmament of the Armed
Forces of Ukraine caused by the temporary occupation by
the Russian Federation of part of the territory of Ukraine,
and the presence of armed conflict in the eastern regions
of Ukraine - require an innovative rethinking and modern-
ization of domestic military education. The emphasis is
on theory and methodology of military leadership and
competence-oriented mentoring.

The study of the theory and methodology of military
leadership is an important condition for the formation of
the general and pedagogical culture of future officers as
military specialists of the highest qualification level,
which will subsequently replenish the reserve of officers
in various fields of professional activity of the Armed
Forces of Ukraine and other military formations.

The proposed work program of normative discipline
«Military Science and Leadership» is developed on the
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basis of the curriculum: «Military Science and Leader-
ship» (Courses (MILS) Military Science and Leadership),
the educational standard of the USA in the direction of
training: «Military Sciences: Officer of the Reserve»
(Military Science: Army (ROTC) Reserve Officer Train-
ing Course) at civilian higher education institutions,
where the main focus is on the formation of three main
qualities that are characteristic of modern professional
military: competence, responsibility and loyalty his busi-
ness.

The educational discipline «Military Science and
Leadership» examines the section of the educational and
vocational training program of the Military Training Uni-
versity in Ukraine: «Method of work with personnel» and
aims at qualitative development of the initial components
of readiness of future reserve officers for professional
activities, namely: cognitive, motivational, personally-
oriented, emotionally-volitional.

The curriculum includes two modules. The first con-
tent module «Basic Course» (Basic Course) reveals the
methodological and theoretical foundations of fundamen-
tal concepts and leadership doctrines, the practice of its
effective skills, which underlie the solution of problems;
Army values, expected behavioral ethics and officer expe-
rience are analyzed; addressing personal challenges and
competences that are critical to effective leadership and
communication; Students / cadets learn how personal
qualities of life skills, such as cultural understanding, goal
setting, time management, stress management and com-
prehensive physical fitness associated with leadership, job
responsibilities and military occupation, are revealed;
discloses the use of active listening and feedback skills;
An analysis of the factors influencing the effectiveness of
leaders and groups is conducted.

The second module «Advanced Course» examines the
history of the Ukrainian army from the ancient Slavic
civilization to the present; the ethics of command micro-
climate is studied; the readiness for success is formed as a
result of practical leadership responsibility for satisfying
the subordinate spiritual needs; the principles and meth-
ods of written and oral communication are revealed;
Studying the experience of national advanced successful
leadership; an analysis of the duties and methods of coun-
seling, the principles of subjective motivation and organi-
zational changes; the practical application of the princi-
ples of leadership in difficult situations is studied on the
basis of the practical reproduction of the proposed themat-
ic simulations; the basics of leadership of the direct level
and the tactics of the small unit at the platoon level are
studied; purposeful complex physical training is carried
out for compliance and superiority of the standards of
physical training established by the Armed Forces of
Ukraine.

Leadership model is designed to help students maxim-
ize their potential. The Ukrainian Armed Forces are wait-
ing and nurturing character leaders, which are good ex-
amples for imitation, constantly showing examples of
accomplished missions. The Military Science and Leader-
ship Development Leadership Training Program is a pre-
view of the current ongoing military appraisal system, a
preliminary assessment of the effectiveness of future
reserve officers as potential leaders of the military units of
the Armed Forces of Ukraine.
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The US military literature defines the concept of
«leader development» as a continuous and progressive
process of becoming a leader, which fully embraces his
studies, education and experience through his own prism
of self-development (Army Doctrine (ADRP)) [4]; con-
scious, continuous, progressive, competent, professional
character of the leader (Strategy for the Development of
the Army Leader (ALDS)) [21]; Competent and confident
manager capable of decisive action (Field Guide (FM))
[10].

Despite the subtle differences in these definitions, there
is still a common constant. Leadership is the process of
the word. The continuous process of development of the
leader takes place in three spaces: operational (profes-
sional environment), established (formal environment),
individual (own environment) [3].

V. Hrytsanyuk argues that mentors are usually more
educated and experienced people who do not put them-
selves in a position of dominance over others, but the
pupil receives support, patience, enthusiasm, inspiration
for new achievements. The mentors give new ideas,
thoughts, open up prospects, and most importantly - instill
social values and norms, using which, the pupil can so-
cialize and arrange his life [11, p.47].

0. Semenog examines mentoring as a micro pedagogy
of a teacher-tutor and his open environment in which an
experienced specialist represents and his own example
helps to form samples of behavior models, personal
stances, teaches to read and interpret cognitive contexts,
translates examples of assimilation of cultural norms and
values, transmits value systems in shaping the thinking
style of the pet. Personal and professional development,
self-development, self-realization of the individual de-
pends on the personality of the teacher-tutor, who skillful-
ly accompanies, directs, dynamizes the process of adapta-
tion to the requirements of the profession, to self-
knowledge and self-development of individuals as self-
sufficient and successful in the national and global space.
Multidimensionality and multidimensionality of mentor-
ing are characterized by the intellectual-ethical system of
values that determine professional activity based on the
pedagogically adapted experience of cognitive activity,
the culture of high spirituality and morality, special be-
havior and communication, high quality of work and
responsibility for its results [17, p. 46].

For example, the US Army, as a state institution, rec-
ognizes the need for implementation and implementation
of targeted mentoring programs that are crucial for the
upbringing and professional development of future mili-
tary leaders in today's changing, uncertain, complex and
ambiguous international environment. Strategic Conclu-
sions and Recommendations on the Establishment, Im-
plementation, and Development of Military Mentorship
Concepts Influencing the Army as a whole, its Culture,
and the Army Training and Leadership Development
Panel have been developed by the US Army in the field of
military leadership development (ATLDP) on the educa-
tion system in the process of training future officers, on
the training of future military experts, on the systemic
approach to training and the development of leadership
institutions. In particular, in the famous military pamphlet
(Pamfhlet 350-58), Immortal Heritage, Development
Leadership for the US Army interprets: «The commander
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as a leader solves the problem, develops, controls, and
conducts collective and individual exercises, including
them in professional development programs, and also
stands as an organizer, primary teacher, trainer, consult-
ant, in special cases - mentor. Mentoring is more person-
alized and individualized than traditional education. Men-
toring involves frank dialogue, advice, career develop-
ment, care and support, dedication and help» [22].

Military training of citizens of Ukraine under the pro-
gram of officers is carried out at the expense of funds
received from individuals and legal entities as payment
for services related to training. Military training under the
reserve officers program is considered part of the educa-
tional-professional program and curriculum of the corre-
sponding faculty of the higher educational institution, is
scheduled and conducted by the «day of war» method
once a week. The results of mastering the program of
reserve officers are included in the appendix to the diplo-
ma of higher education as a separate content module (ed-
ucational discipline) — «Military training» [16].

The new paradigm of higher military education leads
to a different vision of the position of the future officer of
the reserve as a source of target, content and procedural
characteristics of training. According to L. Petrova, the
indicated tendencies in the development of higher military
education determine the urgent need for the development
of a methodology and technology for the implementation
of higher military education as a person-oriented educa-
tional process, organization of teaching assistance to the
harmonious personal development of the individual dur-
ing training. The new socio-cultural paradigm prompts the
search for appropriate factors, both in the present and in
the strategic perspective, in the implementation of the
tendency of the priority of the personally human princi-
ples of life, the free and creative development of the per-
sonalities of future military specialists, and the formation
of the intellectual and moral potential of society in them.
Therefore, the person-creating function, creation of condi-
tions for self-improvement of the personality of both the
cadet and the teacher should be the determining factor in
the whole system of higher military education in Ukraine
[15].

The main result of the professional training of future
reserve officers is not only the availability of graduates of
basic knowledge in various fields of science, a high level
of professional skills, but also a certain readiness to be a
competitor and to carry out defense and defense activities.
We believe that in the process of studying at a higher
educational institution, future reserve officers must master
the values of military science at a level that would provide
an optimal level of readiness for the fulfillment of tasks
related to life-threatening.

Proposed pedagogical conditions of vocational training
aimed at the formation and development of key compe-
tences for future reserve officers can be implemented
qualitatively both in the context of the didactic unity of
the academic theory of a higher educational institution
and the process of real practical activity. The intensity of
communication may vary depending on the type of pro-
fessional activity. This didactic principle is also a prereq-
uisite for the development of the ability to continuously
adapt in the conditions of continuous scientific, technical,
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technological, economic, defense and security develop-

ment.

The main characteristics of the police state, which have been in various formats since the late Middle Ages, have been investi-
gated.The institutional framework for achieving social and political stability is detailed: in the police states, through the military organization
of the state, in democratic countries, through the development and application of the security and defense sector. It is indicated in the exist-
ence of combined (control-directive-liberal) approaches to ensuring sociopolitical stability.

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Abstract. How did Stalin kill millions of Ukraine’s peasant class and intellectual elite and how has it affected the present Ukrainian
national identity? This paper tells the story of a deliberate man-made famine and terror campaign carried out by Stalin and his Bol-

shevik government.

Keywords: Ukraine, Political Science, History, Master Narrative, Russia, Holodomor, Purges, Stalin.

Purpose: The purpose of the article is to help the reader
understand the traumatic events known as the Holodomor
and Great Purges — atrocities committed under Moscow
rule that are part of Ukrainian national identity.

Methodology: My methodology draws on many
sources discussed in my previous paper, Master Narra-
tives of Ukrainian Political Culture. Some of the sources
were Carl Yung and Joseph Campbell who greatly con-
tributed to our understanding of archetypes, story form,
and how they affect the audience. Campbell’s analysis on
the Hero’s Journey myth was very helpful in understand-
ing the hero story form and its significance. Moreover, H.
Porter Abbott, Gerald Prince, and Edward Forster have
excellent works on story and narrative structure. Predom-
inantly | draw from research done by Jeffry Halverson,
H.L. Goodall, and Steven Corman, in Master Narratives
of Islamic Extremism for deconstructing narratives.

Findings: The narratives of the Holodomor and Great
Purges, aka Great Terror, follow a victimization story line
with victim, tyrant and imperialist archetypes. These
stories support Ukraine’s Imperial Oppressor Master
Narrative that is repeated throughout its history.

Originality: The focus on telling the stories from the
Ukrainian perspective(s) and understanding the elements
of the victimization story form and the archetypes at play
adds a unique approach to understanding the complex
history shaping Ukrainian identity and fueling the current
conflict between Russia and Ukraine.

Practical Value: Understanding the main points of the
stories from the Ukrainian perspective(s), and how they
support Ukrainian national identity will help US policy
makers in spotting and understanding the Russian counter
narratives and how they are used to influence Russian,
Ukrainian and Western audiences.

Analysis of the recent achievements: Various sources
are used for historiography of Ukrainian history concern-
ing the Holodomor and Great Purges including notable
historians Timothy Snyder, Serhy Yekelchyk, Orest Sub-
telny, Serhii Plokhy, Anne Applebaum, Anna Reid, and
Nicolas Werth, Simon Sebag Montefiore, Gerard Chali-
and, Arnald Blin, and quotes from contemporary Ukraini-
an leaders.

Introduction: Among the Ukrainian events during So-
viet rule, few are as traumatic as the Holodomor and
Great Purges in the 1930s. These stories are deeply em-
bedded and retold by Ukrainians today — young and old.
Having a moral force, the stories establishes a clear dis-
tinction between good and evil. In order to understand
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how and why these atrocities occurred, we need to begin
in the aftermath of World War I, Stalin’s rise to absolute
power, and the forced collectivization and subordination
of the Ukrainian people from the late 1920’s to late
1930’s. This paper will conclude with an analysis on how
the two events are structured as a system of stories sup-
porting the transhistorical imperial oppressor master nar-
rative.

Following World War | and Ukraine’s failed bid for
nationhood during the Ukrainian War of Independence
1917-1921, the Soviet Union took most of Ukraine with
Poland taking Galicia and the greater part of Volhynya
per the Treaty of Riga in 1921. The Bolshevik’s had suc-
ceeded, and Ukraine was once again ruled by Russia.
After decades of Tsarist Russia’s attempt to rid Ukraini-
an’s of their language, the Bolsheviks changed tactics.
Lenin, considering the importance of winning the hearts
and minds in Ukraine, began a program known as
Ukrainization in 1923 — which would be reversed in 1933
under Stalin. Also, the Bolshevik’s emphasized education,
a move which was in contrast to Tsarist polices. Thus, ten
years after Red October the country’s literacy rate among
urbanites had risen from 40% to 70% [1]. Despite the
achievements of the Bolshevik policies, it was not without
growing resistance among Ukrainians who still hoped for
independence — especially in the Galician and Volhynian
regions of Northwest Ukraine.

Lenin laid the foundation for consolidating power and
controlling the masses. He understood the effectiveness of
mass terror and thus, on December 7, 1917 created the
Soviet secret police named Cheka, precursor to the
NKVD and KGB. The Bolshevik’s believed they had to
eradicate the old system and everyone that supported it,
starting with the Tsar and his family. Not to be expelled
from the country, or imprisoned - they were executed -
Tsar Nicholas, his wife Alexandra, their five children, and
all the servants. Next, in order to put down rebellions, and
there were many, Lenin instructed the Cheka to conduct
massive arrests which included hostage taking of the
bourgeoisie, i.e., he had the wealthiest people of the im-
portant grain producing districts taken hostage, and if the
districts didn’t comply with his requisition plan, the hos-
tages were executed. Lenin also built concentration camps
which Stalin later expanded. Lenin’s execution of the Red
Terror between 1917 — 1921 cost the lives of 500,000 to 2
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million people in the Soviet Union. A campaign meant to
destabilize the population while stabilizing the regime [2].

In 1927 Stalin, gained control of the Bolshevik party.
Unlike Lenin, Stalin’s strategy was to speed up industrial-
ization at all costs. Like Lenin, he was determined to
break any resistance. Stalin took advantage of Lenin’s
creation of institutionalized terror to strengthen his hold
on power, and continue eradicating people he believed
posed a threat to the regime. One of the biggest targets of
the new regime would be the peasants. As Nikita Krush-
chev said, “For Stalin, peasants were scum.” (Subtelny,
2009, p. 404) [1] For the Bolsheviks, they represented
‘petty bourgeois’, and these peasants or “small independ-
ent producers” support the bourgeois, i.e., the owners of
production and employers to the wage earners [3]. In
adhering to Marxist doctrine, the Bolshevik’s believed
both classes had to be destroyed.

In 1928 Stalin implemented his first Five-Year Plan
having ousted the more moderate Nikolai Bukharin. Bu-
kharin had been a high ranking and loyal Bolshevik. Yet,
he disagreed with Stalin’s plan for forced collectivization.
Stalin would later have Bukharin executed for disloyalty
during the Great Purge of 1936 — 1938 [4]. In practice,
collectivization meant that the people who owned farms
became state employees of the Soviet Union and their
farms then belonged to the state. During the 1920s the
Bolshevik’s had begun their communistic policies of
nationalizing estates and industries and confiscating grain
from peasants, then setting unreasonably high quotas. The
Bolshevik’s also limited the amount of grain peasants
were allowed to keep to as little as thirty pounds per
month [1]. Penalties were strict; in 1932 a policy was
implemented stating that any man, woman, or child taking
even a handful of grain from a collective farm could be
executed [1]. The Russian writer Mikhail Sholokhov
reported the following account on peasants who had been
suspected of hiding grain. The following two methods
were used during the interrogations.

The “cold” method: the worker is stripped bare and left
out in the cold, stark naked in a hangar. Sometimes whole
brigades of collective workers are treated in this fashion.

The “hot” method: the feet and the bottom of the skirt
of female workers are doused with gasoline and then set
alight. The flames are put out, and the process is repeated
... [4]

Stalin was intent on surpassing the west in the Soviet
Union’s industrial development. At the First Conference
of Workers in 1931 Stalin said, "We are fifty or a hundred
years behind the advanced countries. We must make up
this gap in ten years. Either we do it or they will crush
us." [5] Being inspired to propel your country forward is
one thing, being willing to sacrifice the lives of ones’
people, another. Yekelchyk states that, “The Soviet state
was determined to extract from the republic the maximum
amount of grain for sale abroad, in order to fund the
Kremlin’s mammoth industrial projects.” [6]. To achieve
his goal, Stalin sped up the process of collectivization.
The plan involved buying grain from peasant landowners
known as ‘kulaks’ well below the market value, as low as
one-eighth the market price [1]. When the kulaks refused
the low-price, Stalin decided it was time to destroy them
as a class known as ‘dekulakization’. Soviet propaganda
portrayed the program as class warfare — “a crusade
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against the rich peasants or kulaks” [3]. Yet, on average
the peasant income was half of what the average industri-
al worker earned; the industrial worker being the ideolog-
ical support base for the Soviets.

In the early 1930’s, as part of the dekulakization pro-
gram, more than a million Ukrainian families were forced
onto trains, and deported to Siberia. The train rides cov-
ered multiple time zones over thousands of miles. Many
Ukrainians, especially children died from the cold before
reaching their destination [7; 8; 9]. In Ukraine, as in Ka-
zakhstan, many peasants protested collectivization by
hiding grain and slaughtering their animals. On a more
limited scale peasants revolted violently. Yekelchyk cites
one such revolt by peasants in Chernihiv province, which
was joined by soldiers of the 21t Red Army Regiment.
From February 20 to April 2, 1930, 46 Soviet officials
were killed and 84 wounded [3]. Still, given their hope-
less situation many peasants began to cede to Moscow
and allow their farms to be collectivized.

Stalin reacted to the peasant resistance by raising the
quotas and confiscating all grain from individual farmers.
This started a chain reaction resulting in famine in
Ukraine as well as southern Russia and Kazakhstan. Peo-
ple began to starve in 1931 in Ukraine, Kazakhstan, and
southern Russia, with the famine reaching its height in
1932. Yet, in 1932 Stalin chose to raise the grain quota by
44 percent. By June 1932, more than 80,000 people had
starved in the Kyiv region. Upon receiving a letter report-
ing the situation and asking for help, Stalin denied that
there was a famine and “banned the word itself from
official correspondence.” [10] Ever the pragmatist, he
ordered filmmakers to make films not to show how things
were, but how they should be — making films of peasants
in radiant fields [11].

During the famine, Ukrainians attempted to leave their
villages in search of food but were prohibited to do so.
Early in 1933, armed guards were posted at the Ukrainian
Russian border to prevent starving Ukrainians from cross-
ing into Russia in search for food [6]. The West sent
trains full of grain to the Soviet Union in response to the
famine, but Stalin refused to accept the much needed food
[12]. In fact, while his people were starving in Ukraine,
Kazakhstan and Kuban Russia, all places that had previ-
ously protested collectivization, Stalin continued to export
grain [4]. In Stalin’s eyes the famine was a result of the
resistance to policies necessary to force progress. The
following quote, details his ‘ends justifies the means’
approach to the collectivization program,

"A ruthless struggle is going on between the peasantry
and our regime. It's a struggle to the death. This year was
a test of our strength and their endurance. It took a famine
to show them who is master here. It has cost millions of
lives, but the collective farm system is here to stay. We
have won the war!" [1]

Sadly, between three to six million Ukrainians died
during the famine and it remains one of the strongest
atrocity narratives among the Ukrainian people as a result
of Soviet rule [13].

The Great Terror
... and those whom he offends, remaining poor and
scattered, are never able to injure him; whilst the rest
being uninjured are easily kept quiet, and at the same
time are anxious not to err for fear it should happen to
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them as it has to those who have been despoiled. - Machi-
avelli Chapter 111

After the Bolshevik’s took over, they carried out a
number of purges starting in 1919 to strengthen their grip
over the Soviet Union. The terror campaign began in 1934
and reached its height in 1937. Of all the republics, Stalin
considered Ukraine the greatest threat to Moscow rule
given the size of its population, more than 29 million in
1926 [10], and fact that the majority were peasants with
bourgeois and nationalistic tendencies. According to
Plokhy, Stalin had never gotten over the surprise attack on
Bolshevik forces in 1920 by the Polish and Ukrainian
armies under Jozef Pilsudski and Simon Petliura, which
had driven the Red Army out of Kyiv. Thus, in Stalin’s
mind it was a real possibility that such a rebellion could
reoccur, and he was determined to stop it.

During the Great Purge of 1937-1938 Stalin’s secret
police, called the NKVD and headed by Nikolai Yezhov,
arrested Ukrainians of various classes but especially the
political elite. Many of whom were communists and had
supported the Bolshevik’s. After an interrogation and
being forced to confess to fabricated crimes they were
executed. Even worse, during the interrogations they had
to name someone who had recruited them and who they
had recruited. Usually, they named friends but some even
named family members — sealing them the same fate [1].

It’s difficult to measure the psychological impact state
terrorism had on Ukrainian society. From the ordinary
peasant to the elite — everyone felt the reach of Stalin.
People spoke to each other in code afraid to say anything
negative about him. The day-to-day atmosphere and con-
trol that Stalin exerted in which people feared being ar-
rested can be understood by the following passage:

For these people, this meant unremitting dread. Dread
of hearing a knock on the door in the middle of the night;
dread of disappearing forever. Collectively, the psycho-
logical toll was appalling and impossible to quantify.
Insecurity, fear, and unpredictability were the order of the
day... The least false step or unguarded word could mean
death or the Gulag [2]

Subtelny estimates that 3-12 million people were sent
to labor camps, with a high percentage of them being
Ukrainian. Moreover, Subtelny calculates around 500,000
people were executed during the purge of 1937-1938,
while Snyder’s research concludes that “681,692 people
were shot” [1]. Plokhy also reports that nearly 270,000
people were arrested in between 1937-1938 with almost
half of them executed. Although the numbers vary, all of
the figures are tragically high. Ironically, Yezhov met the
same fate as his victims in 1940 when Stalin had him
executed, blamed for the excessive number of victims and
accused of being a spy [14].

In describing the long term impact on Ukrainian socie-
ty historian Anne Applebaum writes the famine and purg-
es during the 1930’s eliminated the nations’ best minds —
scholars, writers, and political leaders. Stalin’s use of
state terrorism removed resistance within Ukraine, and the
people who were left were “frightened into silence and
obedience” ... “the state became something to be feared,
not admired” thus, the passivity or perhaps fatalistic out-
look present with much of the current Ukrainian popula-
tion stems from 1933 [15]. With so much time passing
since 1933, it seems inconceivable that a minority could
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get away with such brutality over the majority. Yet, mod-
ern history shows us far too many examples: the Chinese
communists under Mao Zedong, the Khmer Rouge Re-
gime in Cambodia, Boko Haram in West Africa, ISIS in
Iraq and Syria, the Taliban in Afghanistan — perhaps Mao
was right when he said, “political power grows out of the
barrel of a gun.” [16].

The Holodomor and Great Purge of 1937-38 master
narratives are often spoken of in the same breath, as they
occurred in succession and with the same intention — to
consolidate power and break nationalistic aspirations and
resistance to Moscow rule. The retelling of the Holodo-
mor and Great Purge follow a victimization story form
with Stalin as the archetypal tyrant and Bolshevik ruled
Soviet Union as the imperial oppressor, and Ukrainians as
the victims — the events serving as a subset of the imperial
oppressor master narrative. References to the Holodomor
and Great Purge frame contemporary conflicts and events
concerning Russia such as The Orange Revolution, Eu-
romaidan Revolution, annexation of Crimea, and Russian
backed insurgency in Donbass. The narrative trajectory
guides the intended audience to resist the imperialist, i.e.,
Russia, and to defend and liberate the people of Ukraine.
For many Ukrainians including former President Yush-
chenko, the Holodomor is referred to as a genocide plac-
ing Stalin in the same category as Hitler and serving as a
reminder of the consequences for failing to resist Moscow
rule. During a visit to the UK in 2008 “President Yush-
chenko opened an exhibition 'Execution by Hunger: the
unknown genocide of Ukrainians', dedicated to the 75th
anniversary of the Holodomor of 1932-33, in the House of
Lords.” He said that the action was “focused on destroy-
ing a whole nation” and it was the “worst act of genocide
in human history, in which almost 10 million people
died”. Furthermore, he cited the terror aspect of the fam-
ine which for decades remained unknown as survivors
were afraid to even talk about it, “Those who spoke about
the Holodomor risked repression.” [17] Even President
Kravchuk, who made his career as a Soviet apparatchik,
said of the famine, “A democratic form of government
protects a people from such misfortunes,”... “If we lose
our independence we are destined to forever lag far be-
hind economically, politically and culturally. If this hap-
pens, most importantly, we will always face the possibil-
ity of repeating those horrible pages in our history, includ-
ing the famine, which were planned by a foreign power.”
[15]

On September 20, 2017 President Poroshenko said the
following at the UN General Assembly in New York, “It
was an man-made famine in Ukraine in 1932-1933, orga-
nized by the totalitarian regime of Stalin, which killed 7
to 10 million Ukrainians," [18] Moreover, on November
25, 2017, at a commemoration of the Holodomor Presi-
dent Poroshenko spoke of the famine and purges arguing
that the acts were committed to pacify the whole of
Ukraine,

"the main motive for organizing the Holodomor was
that Ukrainians - the second largest nation of the former
Soviet Union - had a huge cultural and historic heritage,
their own traditions of state-building, the experience of
national liberation struggle"”... “the peasants were killed
by starvation, and the intellectual class - by bullets” ...
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“They shot the chosen ones, but aimed to exterminate the
whole Ukraine.” [19]

Following the massive Vostok-2018 Russian military
exercises, Ukrainian General Viktor Muzhenko comment-
ed that the exercises were clearly an example of “their
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[Russia’s] actual plans to conduct offensive operations
against Ukraine.” [20] The current conflict between Rus-
sia and Ukraine adds to the fear of an escalation and con-
sequently strengthens the unity of the Ukrainian people
and the Imperial Oppressor Master Narrative.

Abstract. The article describes the customer and marketing value of book as main attributes that determine editor’s and other agents
work, as well as target audience behaviour. The article describes the editor’s role and targets when working with books or separate
specific elements of it’s content to provide and support book’s success in media. Due to comprehension of value as social
phenomenon, we analysed the broadening of book’s value in different aspects of modern reality. As a result, it makes reader’s
experience more miscellaneous, influences his book-related attitude and rating.

Keywords: book agents, customer value, marketing value, value-centred attitude.
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Abstract. This article researches and compares the features of alternative communications in the Soviet and modern periods. The
author analyses the works of Ukrainian and foreign scholars. The concept of dissident and alternative communications is considered.
The research method is interviewing participants and witnesses of the dissident movement in Ukraine: professional communicators,
journalists, and publicists. Their interpretation relates the events of 1960-1980s to Ukraine's today.
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Introduction. There is a large amount of information in
today's information space. When choosing a communica-
tion channel and high-quality content, this may pose a
problem. Therefore, an ability to work with information,
to think critically, to use various communication channels
and to acquire the fact check competence is quite a value.
Alternative sources of information are developing on the
Internet and getting more and more popular. Historical
experience (particularly, dissident communications in the
1960-80s USSR) remains pertinent for understanding
operation of modern alternative information platforms,
channels and sources.

Consider the following types of communication. Alter-
native communication is communication representing an
alternative to dominant/official opinions of the authorities
and/or the media. Alternative communication can take
place both in democratic and totalitarian or authoritarian
societies — depending on the political situation in the
country. Alternative communication is typical for protest
movements and opposes openly the official position of the
authorities. Being social communication, dissident com-
munication has got its own tools, methods and principles
for distributing alternative or officially prohibited infor-
mation, knowledge and ideas through alternative, often
secret, channels. It means that they were banned in a
closed society, constituted an alternative to the official
media, published information suppressed by the authori-
ties, new knowledge and counter-opinions. Above all,
dissident communications are usual for totalitarian and
authoritarian states. The decisive features of dissident
communications are as follows: alternative channels of
information; alternative content; novelized and opinion-
based journalism; anonymity of the authors or disclosure
of the names of the author and the like-minded signato-
ries; irregular output of information; spontaneous distribu-
tion of the texts banned by the authorities; undefined
quantitative and qualitative indicators of mass audience;
countermeasures, counterarguments, reframing, etc. The
dissident communications are distinguished from other
modern alternative communications for channels selec-
tion, transformation of the state's political regimes, as
well as diversity of content and the ways it is presented.

Reviewing research-related publications The prob-
lem under research was considered by F. Kind-Kovacs,
A. Lovejoy, J.Labov, S.B.Snyder, K. Moloney,
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S. Mikkonen, S. Westlake, G. Pocheptsov, N. Dziomba,
Yu. Bondarenko and others.

F. Kind-Kovacs and V. Labov are researching such al-
ternative information sources as samizdat and tamizdat.
They believe that the ideas propagated by samizdat publi-
cations led to the active resistance movement in Ukraine
and Slovakia in the late 1980s. Today, the impact on citi-
zens has become the domain of the Internet and transna-
tional communications, as modern strategies of alternative
media and culture are evaluated in the light of the recent
political events [5]. By the authors, the Internet and the
blogosphere are the alternative media.

Among such modern current trends of the information
and communication space as multimedia, cross-media and
transmedia, the latter can be distinguished as a modern
platform showing some features of dissident communica-
tions. According to K. Moloney, it is "a single world of
narration, the world of many stories, many forms and
many channels" that forms and groups the audience ac-
cording to some or other features [8].

As for tamizdat, it can be identified as transnational
communication as well. The effect of the repeated trans-
mission of a single text across borders, different environ-
ments, professional and amateur editors "leads to the ac-
cumulation of "noise" characterizing the text's peculiari-
ties" [5]. Printing style, graphics, etc. make it possible to
read, for example, a tamizdat text. But it also can be edit-
ed. It is important to use critical thinking to detect and
decode the "noise" created during the transfer of material.
It is also necessary to take into account the effect of this
"noise" on the users of tamizdat information products. It
allows distributing (publishing or broadcasting) texts and
developing the public demand for other art genres and
forms [5].

Yu. Bondarenko states that "the alternative media have
abandoned communication in one direction and allow
readers to create a media content independently aimed at
a special target audience — a counter-publicity — repre-
sentatives of various social groups and subcultural groups
[1, p. 16].

This paper's objective is to compare the features of al-
ternative and dissident communications. Meeting the ob-
jective requires the following tasks to be done:

- analysing domestic and foreign scientific works on
the subject under research;
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- identifying the specifics of alternative communica-
tions;

- comparing alternative channels of communication of
1960-80s to modern ones.

Materials and methods. For the purpose of the re-
search, the method of interviewing participants and con-
temporaries of the dissident movements (20 respondents,
including V. Chornovil, L. Tanyuk, Ye. Sverstiuk,
O. Shevchenko, V. Ovsienko, B. Goryn, Ya.Kendzor,
I. Kalynets, R. Dovgan and others) was used. The purpose
of the interview was to identify methods and ways of cre-
ating and distributing alternative information in the Soviet
Union. To identify the functions of alternative and dissi-
dent communications in Ukraine, descriptive and system-
atic methods were used. Due to the system approach and
classification method, we managed to identify the features
of both dissident communications in the USSR and mod-
ern alternative communications in Ukraine.

Discussing results. Taking into account the peculiari-
ties of the alternative press' functions, the potential audi-
ence is formed as a group that has the demand for alterna-
tive information. Samizdat distributed the alternative con-
tent as petitions, appeals, complaints, protests, requests,
communications, applications to official bodies, etc. Oral
dissident communications took place at dissident meet-
ings at public places or civic organizations. Besides, ta-
mizdat publications and reports on repressions of the in-
tellectuals and political prisoners were sent to Radio Lib-
erty, Voice of America, Reuters and to the periodicals of
Western Europe and the United States.

In the transnational aspect, the role of foreign radio sta-
tions in the distribution of texts beyond the Iron Curtain is
also important. Dissident communications circulated in
the USSR and the western countries through the network
of communicators whose reports were broadcast by the
foreign radio stations banned in the USSR. Despite the
Cold War between the USSR and the USA, Radio Liberty
managed to reach, by soft diplomacy, the platform of a
liberal dialogue with the Soviet Union media. Broadcast-
ing — particularly, of samizdat texts — provided for some
of the main goals of modern web-cultural activities (e.g.
digital tamizdat) [3].

A. Lovejoy pays attention to such alternative channels
as magnitizdat (magnet tape publishing, e.g. records of
bard songs, poems, journalistic performances, etc.) In
1986-1989, in Czechoslovakia, samizdat video magazines
were published. The researcher considers biographical
narratives as a field of personal meanings embedded into
samizdat and tamizdat publications [6, p.72]. An author's
role is changing gradually today; unprofessional commu-
nicators such as bloggers and civic activists become lead-
ers in opinions and have their own audience on the Inter-
net. Blogging becomes an alternative to professional news
journalism.

In her work titled "Human Rights and the End of the
Cold War", Sarah B. Snyder researches the role of human
rights activities during the signing of the Helsinki Final
Act in 1975. The transnational network of human rights
activists in the Soviet Union and Eastern Europe has
made this topic central to East-West diplomacy. Sarah B.
Snyder believes that this network of human rights com-
municators has influenced governments' policies and con-
tributed to the emergence of the organized dissident
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movements in Eastern Europe and to the improvement of
methods for the protection of human rights in the Soviet
Union: "The Commission (source of Helsinki) received
and translated many samizdat documents and forwarded
them to other CSCE states and interested groups. As such,
it played a critical role, connected different activists and
policymakers across interests and national lines" [9, p.
50]. With the assistance of the Human Rights Committee
in Moscow, the author examines how the topic of human
rights protection was covered in the USSR using the
Chronicle of Current Events samizdat magazine that
played an important role in documenting human rights
violations in the Soviet Union. Attention is paid to the
Soviet system, in particular, labour camps, where political
prisoners suffered from poor medical care, malnutrition,
severe punishments and exhausting labour standards.

We can state that a peculiarity of alternative and dissi-
dent communications is anonymity. On the Internet, it is
also difficult to identify an anonymous author. Yet, in the
mid-1960's, journalist dissidents started signing their
texts. On the Internet, bloggers and other communicators
act under their own names or nicknames. Both in the So-
viet period and today, information products circulate in
the information and communication space uncontrolled by
their authors. Editing, proofreading and choosing an in-
formation platform are accidental. For both samiz-
dat/tamizdat and the Internet, it is impossible to define
clear quantitative and qualitative indicators of the audi-
ence. Transmedia, however, define their potential audi-
ences by one or another criterion. Dissenting communica-
tions were directed at separate groups of people sharing
same interests, views and values. Alternative media's tar-
get audiences are broad since it is difficult to track what
channels and platforms this or that material was published
with.

The reason for the emergence of dissident and alterna-
tive media was violation of the freedom of speech and
other human rights, which resulted in alternative channels
of communication offering the content of protest, opposi-
tion and criticism. In authoritarian or totalitarian states,
where dissidents are being persecuted and the number of
political prisoners is increasing, the knowledge of dissi-
dent communications and alternative channels and com-
munication platforms is of special importance.

In 1970-1980, the dissidents distributed open letters,
statements, appeals, letters of protest, etc. signed by their
authors and the like-minded. Today, online electronic
signature petitions are valid.

As effective communicators, dissidents worked with a
group audience. For example, a modern blogger being an
alternative opinion leader have its own online audience of
those who refuse using traditional channels of communi-
cation.

A common feature of tamizdat/samizdat and trans-
media is a large number of channels to broadcast alterna-
tive content. Spontaneous editing and distribution of al-
ternative information change the way information is typi-
cally presented.

When comparing the alternative media countermeas-
ures in the USSR and today's Ukraine, we should mark
"jamming" of TV and radio signals in the eastern Ukraine
during military operations and blocking online periodicals
and social networks publishing alternative opinions on the
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totalitarian regime. As a result, some "alternative” Inter-
net resources cannot be accessed, and some just close up.
"Jamming" TV and radio broadcasts is used in the occu-
pied regions of the Donbas; in Ukrainian cities and villag-
es bordering the so-called republics, the access to Ukrain-
ian media is restricted.

Samizdat reflects the methods of information war be-
tween Ukrainian dissidents and the KGB. For example,
samizdat authors participated in discussions standing on
Marxist-Leninist positions, which corresponded to their
outlooks. Therefore, dissident journalism often refers to
the Constitution of the USSR and the works of Lenin,
Marx and Engels. To provide conditions for national re-
vival and independence, dissident writers resorted to cit-
ing official documents and historical examples.

Foreign periodicals published samizdat magazines; dis-
sident texts were broadcast by Radio Liberty, Voice of
America, BBC, Radio Vatican, etc. Since it was the peri-
od when the Cold War started, the authorities frowned at
this cooperation. The outlaw short-wave radio stations
appeared to be the most effective channel to distribute
alternative content: "For Radio Liberty, regular mass ar-
rests of Ukrainian intellectuals meant that, apart from
publication of dissident works, attention should be paid
both to the works of the Soviet dissidents and their lot,
since the interest in the Sixtiers' works means the interest
in their lives" [3, p. 39]. Thus, foreign and banned radio
stations broadcast dissidents' texts and reported arrests of
dissenters. Dissident communications were getting more
and more effective; some alternative messengers were of
the same level as the USSR official media. In his re-
search, Steve Westlake outlines Radio Liberty's main top-
ic blocks: "After some early experimentation with format,
| settled on producing six episodes of roughly 25 minutes
each, with each episode focusing on the presentation and
subsequent analysis of RL broadcasts which focused on a
particular Cold War topic or event. The six chosen topics
were as follows: The Death of Stalin; The Space Race;
The Vietnam War; Human Rights and the Helsinki Ac-
cords; The Chernobyl Disaster; and the Collapse of the
Soviet Union" [10, p. 10].

The methods and techniques of the dissidents' informa-
tional confrontation of the official mass media of the to-
talitarian state proved to be effective: during Perestroika,
many public and human rights movements were started,
many political organizations were established, alternative
media were popularized, and many declarations, open
letters and other notes were addressed to high officials. In
today's Ukraine, public activists play an important role in
society; in particular, they organize various human rights
movements, publish online petitions and distribute alter-
native content. Today's Internet media position them-
selves as alternative media and offer this or that piece of
information or opinion for sale. Regular columns, expert
materials and leaks of classified information are getting
more and more popular. Currently, alternative media in
democratic countries are on open access online. Accord-
ing to Francis Fukuyama, "Our present world is simulta-
neously moving toward the opposing dystopias of hyper-
centralization and endless fragmentation. China, for in-
stance, is building a massive dictatorship in which the
government collects highly specific personal data on the
daily transactions of every citizen. On the other hand,
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other parts of the world are seeing the breakdown of cen-
tralized institutions, the emergence of failed states, in-
creasing polarization, and a growing lack of consensus
over common ends. Social media and the Internet have
facilitated the emergence of self-contained communities,
walled off not by physical barriers but by shared identi-
ties"[4].

The research includes 20 interviews with the editorial
staff of the leading samizdat magazines (“Ukrainsky
Visnyk", "Yevshan-Zillya", "Porogy", etc.), professional
journalists of the 1960s-1980s, participants in the dissi-
dent movements and the eyewitnesses. The interview key
topics were: the struggle for human rights, the national
idea and original world view and credibility of infor-
mation. Dissident communications were a part of the so-
ciocultural space in a closed society. During the inter-
view, the respondents’ recollections were determined by
their life experience and current social position. The in-
terviewees talked on the substitution of notions during
perestroika, the role of samizdat, news by banned radio
stations, mass public speeches at meetings, rallies and
demonstrations.

According to Oles Shevchenko, the listeners were noti-
fied of when it is better to turn on their radios in order to
avoid possible broadcast jamming by the authorities. Be-
side entertainment programmes, news blocks related to
human rights activities and dissidents' journalistic essays
and fiction were broadcast — yet with delay, in order to
avoid jamming [2, p. 52]. According to Grygorii Panchuk,
a Radio Liberty Munich correspondent, samizdat broad-
casts were at least a moral support both for the writers and
their readers. They could see that we knew about them;
they could see they weren't totally on their own. 1, for
one, try to avoid communication as a way to protrude my
opinions to the listeners; for me, it is rather the way to
inform the audience — that is, to form an opinion on the
basis of realities, contradictions and news. The concepts
of "communicating” and "informing" are not the same.
And it doesn't take a lot time to find an example. Consider
the role of today's Russian media. They communicate
with the population rather than inform them. Actually,
they just muddle people's minds. Today, the word "com-
munication” is an ideologeme perverting people's opin-
ions.” [2, p. 112]. While most foreign radio stations were
banned and jammed, the potential audience of samizdat's
readers was of a group nature; the audience were samizdat
editors, authors and correspondents themselves.

Conclusions This dissident communication research
used the interview method to identify modern interpreta-
tion of the Soviet dissident culture and its impact on the
present (for example, the role of the Internet as an alterna-
tive information channel, electronic signature petitions
and declarations, bloggers as alternative opinion leaders,
etc.) The interviewees focused on public readings and
popularization of the samizdat literature among the
Ukrainian intellectuals, listening to banned radio stations,
broadcasting samizdat materials and the role of the human
rights documents signed by dozens of people. Some inter-
viewees (Igor Kalynets, Valentyna Chornovil) expressed
the opinion that Ukrainian dissidents rather used the ideo-
logical apparatus to reinforce their ideas than opposed it.
They also considered important distribution of fiction and
journalistic works of banned authors. Mostly, dissident
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media had group audiences united by same views and
friendly relations. Modern alternative media's publica-
tions or broadcasts criticise pro-government structures or
media and oppose it openly. In the USSR, persecution,
audio interception administrative controls and arrests
were the methods to confront the Ukrainian dissidents.
Yet, "jamming", arrests, erasure of personal data or copy-
right texts on the Internet are still used today.

Apart from the changes in the political regime and
"liberalization" during the perestroika, the respondents
were also talking of the changes in frames, development
of negative senses associated with the ideology of com-
munism and socialism, stalinism, the Party, Soviet history
etc. and positive senses associated with obtaining new
information on foreign countries and their culture, demo-

cratic values, human rights activists and unexplored facts
of history. All the respondents argued for their illegal
dissident information and communication activities as a
struggle for their ideas and ideals (truth, justice, human
rights and freedom of speech, etc.) Rather than tough ac-
tions, their weapons were those dissident communica-
tions, literature works and documents within the infor-
mation space that became of public capacity and opposed
repressions and other violations of human rights.

Therefore, the key peculiarities of alternative and dis-
sident communications are alternative content and alterna-
tive channels. Modern alternative communications' fea-
tures are a large number of channels, different ways of
presentation, original content and opinion leaders known
for their unique style.
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Abstract. In the work screen language research was conducted — visual — expressive means of the television image, analysis is car-
ried out of visual — expressive means of television channels: «1+1» and «Inter». The article focuses on the fact that one of the most
striking trends of formatting of television projects today is a realization of the game as the basis for the formation of the screen lan-
guage. The game involves bringing the TV program closer to the public, which in turn generates no passive contemplation, and at-

tracting the viewer into the process.
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In an era of global consumption of scientific and technical
discoveries in the panel of semantic shades it becomes
more difficult to distinguish between true meanings and
values. Television, as one of the leading contemporary
media, plays a key role, which forms the culture, which
helps the viewer make a choice in the space of the world
with the help of the formed reflected reality. In the con-
text of visualization processes TV with its specific set of
expressive means becomes the main channel of broadcast-
ing in the society of socio-cultural values.

The relevance of this research is dictated by the need -
give a detailed, thorough analysis of the modern approach
to the use of means of artistic expression on television.
Active transformation of audiovisual media, which is
noted by many researchers, seriously needs a systemic
evaluation. Study of the transformation of the form and
format of TV programs in connection with the change of
socio-cultural, techno-technological, the economic situa-
tion of our time, it is important not only to preserve the
creative potential of journalism, but also for the develop-
ment of society as a whole. On the one hand, the trans-
formation of the screen language reflects the general
processes of civilization development, timely understand-
ing of which is extremely important in the aspect of scien-
tific reflection. On the other hand, these changes in the
media have a significant impact on the socio-cultural
process, and therefore they are in dire need of objective
and operational scientific evaluation.

Today, when television is often rebuked by a large
number of low-quality programs , when the research con-
firms the influence of screen content on the formation of
the basic values and needs of the audience, it is especially
important to identify the key trends in the development of
the television language. The transition to a market econ-
omy and the market as a whole involves the transition to
another system of relations, to the new components of
interaction, which determines the formation of a special
culture of communication. Everything that is connected
with the spiritual development of the person, with great
difficulty can adapt to a market-based way of existence.
Modern teleproducts are increasingly perceived as goods.
Meanwhile, television cultural and educational programs
are needed even in the harsh conditions of the media
market to preserve imagery, metaphor, and multidimen-
sionality.

The question of creating a visual image was
investigated by the following scientists: E. lefimovym, K.
Rozlogovym, M. Stuflyaevoyu, R. Kuznetsovym, A.
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Yurovskym. The problem of television participation in the
preservation and formation of cultural norms formed the
basis of works: A. Vartanov, V.Vilchek, S. Muratov,
N.Froltsova. About the nature of the impact of audiovisu-
al media on culture, wrote: V. Yegorov, B. Sapunov, E.
Kozlov, V. Sappak, E. Sabashnikova. The processes of
modern media transformation studied: N. Goryunova, D.
Dondurei, A. Kachkajeva, T. Lebedeva. However, the
expressive means of the screen were not considered com-
prehensively from the point of view of their participation
in the formation of the cultural and educational sphere as
translators and creators of traces in the context of modern
socio-cultural processes. The purpose of the work is to
study the language of the screen - visual-expressive
means of television image (for example, TV channels "1
+ 1" and "Inter"). In accordance with the purpose of the
work, the following tasks should be solved: to study the
language of the screen and the use of visual-expressive
means of television image; outline the features of the
language of the journalists; to analyze the trails that are
used by TV presenters as figurative visual-expressive
means.

Media, as the main source of information dissemina-
tion, plays a leading role in formation the cultural com-
munity. Depending on the chosen means and their combi-
nation, the author determines not only the format of the
television story, but also the general sense of the taste of
the public, imaginative thinking of the viewer. We can
talk about the reverse effect, when socio-cultural practices
determine what will be interesting for viewer to see, what
he wants to know and in what format it would be more
convenient for him to perceive this information "here and
now".

On the modern television, various means of enhancing
visualization and expressiveness of the language are used,
and an active appeal to which transforms various spheres
of manifestation of verbal culture [6, p.59].

S. Eisenshtein wrote: " Actually, art begins with the
moment when the combination of sound and image no
longer simply reproduces the existing in the nature com-
munication, but the connection is established, necessary
for the tasks of expressiveness of the work "[9, p. 235].

Even at the information level, the message can get a
special form. Synthesis of visual and audiovisual means
of expressiveness helps the author in solving creative
tasks. During the Asian flood in the news programs of
various TV channels, a plot on the topic of disaster was
included. For example, "UA: PERSHYI" showed a pic-
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ture of the apocalypse: in the frame were inflatable boats
on the football field. In short, in a few words behind the
scenes the author commented on the situation, and before
the viewer there were several pictures at once. At the
junction of those paintings he saw on the screen, and what
still impressed the imagination of the viewer, there was
sympathy, which prompted the participation in humanitar-
ian assistance to the victims.

As D. Harms wrote, the power laid down in words
must be liberated. There are such combinations of words
in which the effect of force becomes noticeable. It's not
good to think that this force will force things to move. |
am sure that the power of words can do this "[4, p. 558].

Modern television, as an open-source system with non-
linear feedback, is a powerful word manager. Therefore,
journalists in their practice often use the principle of met-
amorphic (Greek meta - before, after). Under the meta-
morphosis is understood "sign system that exists to de-
scribe the natural language"” [8, p. 334]. In this case, the
thought of Hegel would be appropriate. He believes that
for any logical system there is such a statement, which
can not be proved or refuted, remaining within the
framework of this system. From this follows the idea of
metamorphosis: a description of speech processes will
occur only if we go beyond the language.

That is, metalanguage is the true thoughts of the inter-
locutor hidden in his words and expressions. The main
purpose of using these words on the TV screen is to miti-
gate the verbal strike, which helps us manipulate the inter-
locutor, reaching our own goals. Often, journalists of all-
Ukrainian TV channels, as part of a metamorphosis, use
rhetorical questions, what the viewer directs to the view,
which is true, but which is forbidden to speak. A good
example can be Alexander Dubinsky's plot about the
current situation in Ukraine: "Who is to blame for the
theft of state property? Maybe the leadership of the state?
"(MONEY 1 + 1, 03.02.2019).

Larysa Zadorozhna in a television message (The draft
resolutions on the early termination of powers have al-
ready been registered today, though, in addition to "Liber-
ty" and "Motherland™. Their colleagues from the "Mother-
land" put forward their demands), by means of a meta-
language, trying to tell the viewer the true situation that
occurred on Verkhovna Rada session. This information
can be interpreted in such a way that the draft resolution
for so much time has been registered, in spite of the
comments and amendments made to it by the party
"Motherland" (Details, Inter 30.01.2019).

On modern television, authors often turn to the use of
trails as a vivid expressive means. In the journalistic text,
the trails play a special role: the two-stage use of the
word, in which its sound realizes simultaneously two
values - allegorical and literal, connected with each other
or on the principle of complexity (synecdoche, metony-
my), or similarity (metaphor), or opposition ( irony).

Often, we can hear the metaphors on the air of the TV
channel "1 + 1". It is more often compared to the inani-
mate and the living: "the truck breathed on incense"
(about the causes of a car accident), (TSN. 1 + 1.
18.02.19). Regarding the political programs of the chan-
nel, very often the object of metaphorization of them are
generalizing concepts: "The world is tired of threats,"
"The world balances on the brink of war" (Right to pow-
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er. 1 +1.07.02.19). Alla Mazur, TV presenter for "1 + 1",
often uses metaphors: "Midnight cowboy chases along
roads without mufflers, numbers and rights."” This meta-
phor does not carry a negative disdainful evaluation of the
leading representatives of the informal association of
rockers, , it arises as a result of associations of the repre-
sentative of this association on a "steel horse™ (motorcy-
cle) with a cowboy on a horse. In addition, we can hear
metonymy (the transfer of the properties of one subject or
phenomenon to another based on the principle of their
adjacency (material - a product of it, the product - its
manufacturer, action - an instrument of action): 02 will
call 01 too late (plot about the fire in the building ) (TSN.
Tyzhden’. 1+1. 10.02.19). The use of personification (a
kind of metaphor consisting of transferring the properties
of a person to inanimate objects or abstract concepts) is
also characteristic of the language of the leading:

a) The country was flown by a forward-looking initia-
tive.

b) The holiday re-forms city patriotism.

For greater expressiveness, Alla Mazur uses compari-
sons in his speech (convergence of two subjects or phe-
nomena to explain one of them with the help of another):
The President, as the Queen of England, was out of suspi-
cion (TSN. Week 1 + 1, 10.02.19).

Fine metaphors are abundant on the Inter Channel,
many divorces of actress pairs are often marked by burst-
ing of family photographs of the ether (characteristic
prickly torn edge), sometimes even without a verbal
commentary (Concerned by Everyone Inter 05.02.19.)

The leading of the Inter channel, Dauhulie Anastasia
often uses one component of the case-law: "At the con-
cert, for those for whom thirty, act as those under sixty. In
addition to the pensioner Mika Jagera, in the world there
is no other to show "Where did rock music go?" "(The
author synthesizes the speech game of the phraseological
level, namely, the play of stable turnover" those for whom
thirty ", including the similar syntactic design "those for
whom sixty", as well as the expansion of the meaning of
the concept of "pensioner by age with the processing of
playoffs of case-law texts) (Morning Inter., 31.01.19).
Another bright verbal expressive means in modern televi-
sion content - allegory. Allegory (spellings) - an image of
an abstract concept with the help of a particular image - is
also common in modern television broadcast.

Phraseologisms can fulfill the role of not only noticea-
ble names, but also witty, born "on the go" statements
(quasi-phraseologisms), which can subsequently turn into
stable language education. In the language of modern
media phraseologisms (both intuitive and quasi-
phraseological) in order to enhance expressiveness and
emotional influence can undergo various transformations.

Television practice has already produced certain tech-
niques of such a modification of stable combinations. Of
course, the task of the journalist - to find an accurate,
bright word - it would be extremely simple if all the re-
ceptions could be used mechanically. But it is no coinci-
dence that Otto Espersen (a famous Danish linguist)
called the phraseology "a capricious and imperceptible
thing": virtually every word in the phraseologism in one
way or another changes its semantics. Changes in the first
place depend on how close the words "rubbed" to each
other, that is, the degree of cohesion of the components.
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A favorite technique in the texts of modern media is
the various transformations of phraseologisms. The possi-
bility of their transformation follows from the preserva-
tion of the internal form of phraseology, its original, lit-
eral meaning and relative stability. Transformation can be
subject both to semantics and the structure of phrases.
Transformation of semantics of phraseologisms is possi-
ble because they have an internal form, which allows
authors to "restore” in one way or another erase the image
and adapt the generalized, metaphorical meaning of a
particular expression to specific context conditions.

A more complex stylistic approach to redefining phra-
seologisms is to use them simultaneously in two mean-
ings - direct and portable. Often, the author helps the
reader to understand the phraseologic pun, emphasizing
that the phrase is used both literally and figuratively ,
composing the appropriate context.

In semantic transformations, one and the same phrase
is perceived as both semantically integral, indissoluble,
stable, and as free, that is semantically decomposed. In
linguistic literature, there are different terms that call a
similar phenomenon: “the synthesis of two meanings",
"the expansion of phraseology", "modification of phrase-
ologism," "actualization of the internal form of phraseol-
ogism." We believe that semantically transformed phrase-
ologisms are nothing more than phraseological puns.

Creating a phraseological turn goes through several
stages. First, a certain phrase begins to serve to indicate a
repeating situation or its part, then there is a reduction to
the general concept frame, without details. As a result, the
link between actual and etymological values remains only
an image-motive that creates associations and is of inter-
est to the viewer. The phraseological game, combinations
and variations on the topic of traditional phraseology
allow you to "pack™ in a short, which sounds like a slo-
gan, the main idea of the news.

Interaction of artistic and television language is the
most relevant today. One can notice that under the influ-
ence of artistic culture, television emphasizes a certain
form of filing material, the use of expressive means of
artistic culture. And, conversely, there are rapid changes
in the artistic language of various types of art under the
influence of modern television content [2, p. 60].

Modern technology allows not only high-quality syn-
chronous recordings, but also the use of multi-line editing
and high-precision work with video and sound recordings.
As a result, within the framework of the programs of
cultural and educational subjects, we get the following
opportunities:

« qualitative reproduction of works of culture and art in
various forms;

+ comprehensive display of the object;

* precision reproduction of visual details;

» prompt and diverse information about events in the
field of culture and art;

* interactive interaction with the viewer;

» restore archived records;

* "styling" in antiquity or a certain visual image;

« expansion of the possibilities of reconstruction of his-
torical events [p, c. 196].
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Active appeal to the above-mentioned possibilities of
the modern screen changes the figurative system of work
and forms new approaches to the use of expressive means
of creating television content. The new language of tele-
vision has a significant impact on the development of
cultural practices in modern society.

Despite the complex conditions of creativity TV fig-
ures intensively studied onscreen language, mastered the
artistic and expressive means of the screen, increasingly
used its image and sound capabilities in the fullest possi-
ble.

In all categories where there is a picture, the picture on
the television will probably have more information. In
addition to the information, it still has the character of
reasoning. The artistic image proposed by the authors,
recreates the world with all its complex problems at a
higher level. The artist does not just copy the reality, but
interprets it in figurative form, creating an on-screen im-
age of a phenomenon or an individual.

The entire cultural situation today in the totality of the
entire telecommunications system is subject to analysis
and consideration through the description of the leading
audiovisual images reproduced by television channels.
Thus, the most common images in the media space are
images of "honest ruler”, "rich and successful life",
"strong nation". In the representation of the leading imag-
es of consciousness, formed by television, the main com-
ponent is a qualitative characteristic.

Conclusions. In the conditions of the information mar-
ket, hard competition, struggle for the media viewer, the
authors seek to "pack” their products as attractively as
possible, that is, to submit information in the most notice-
able, characteristic form. This is the so-called “language
game", an intellectual warming that attracts the attention
of the public, so when composing voice-over texts and
program titles it is necessary to select bright, noticeable,
witty expressions.

Consequently, modern television content synthesizes
sound and images that provide widespread dissemination
of information and the broadcasting of cultural values.
This fact allows us to conclude that the modern infor-
mation space of audiovisual culture and communication
dominates.

Research of visual-expressive means on television can
become the basis for further development of methods of
interaction of television journalists with viewers because
the article has actual scientific and practical significance,
gaining a special significance for the social and spiritual
life of a person in the framework of the formation of the
information society. At the same time, an in-depth analy-
sis of the influence of a TV journalist on the audience,
rather modest, in the domestic and foreign literature a
tangible lack of specialized works devoted to the men-
tioned problems, which predetermined the choice of the
topic of the article for research. Therefore, the question of
the influence of visual-expressive means in projection on
viewers is a promising direction for further research,
because within the article only a certain aspect of the
problem is covered.
