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Linguocognitive nature of the secondary nomination (based on toponymic nicknames of US states)

Abstract. The article describes the linguocognitive nature of the secondary nomination as a means of creating unofficial geographical names
of US states, gives examples of secondary names of states formed by metaphorization as one of the main lexical and semantic means of creating
variants of toponyms.
